APPLICATION

VPI ENDUIT SEALER can be applied by rollers, by 
painting, flooding or airless spraying.
• THIS IS A CONCENTRATED PRODUCT
• Mix 2.5 Litres of ENDUIT SEALER with 22.5 Litres 

of clean tap water ensuring all concentrate is 
thoroughly mixed

• Surfaces must be clean and dry and free of all 
surface debris and loose material

• Apply using roller, brush or spray equipment 
applying a flood coat to all areas of the surface to 
be coated evenly.

• Leave to dry for 12-24 hours
• Repellence takes up to 48 hours to develop 

following application.

STORAGE

12 Month shelf life stored in a cool dry environment 
not in direct sunlight and at a consistent 
temperature. Product must not be exposed to direct 
sunlight and must be protected from heat. 
If subjected to frost, the product will become 
unfit for use.
